-Cost 

 -$135 per Scout per session if paid by June 29 and $150 after that date 

 -$210 per Scout for both sessions if paid by June 29 or $235 after that date 

 -$60 per adult per session if paid by June 29 or $70 after that date 

 -$100 per adult for both sessions if paid by June 29 and $110 after that date 

 -sign up as a pack and get one adult free for every 8 paid Scouts 

-With each registration you get food for the week, a patch and a camp t shirt 

-Trading Post - The trading post will be open and Scouts may want to bring some money 

for snacks,  souvenirs and craft items 

-Medical forms 

 -All Scouts and adults will be required to submit upon arrival a BSA Medical Form 

parts A and B to attend either Session A or B 

 -All Scouts and adults that are staying both sessions are required to submit upon 

arrival a BSA Medical Form parts A, B and C which requires a physician’s signature 

 - Medical forms can be easily located online using an Internet search 

-Housing 

 -Housing will be in wall tents with cots and a platform floor
